     Greetings to all as we gather together for our 2nd annual Maoli Arts 

Month – a broad community-based effort to celebrate the breadth, depth 

and diversity of our Native Hawaiian visual arts community.  

     This year builds upon last year’s efforts.  In March of 2006, Bishop 

Museum and PA‘I Foundation launched a Native Hawaiian Arts Market 

which was based loosely upon the highly successful Indian art markets 

in Santa Fe, New Mexico and the Heard Museum in Phoenix, Arizona.

Funded by grants from the Institute of Museum and Library Services and 

the Native Hawaiian Culture and Arts Program, the initial purpose of the 

Market was to celebrate Native Hawaiian contemporary artists and cultural 

practitioners and establish venues through which these artists could share, 

exhibit, and sell their works.  

     Through community-based planning and support, however, the Arts 

Market concept blossomed into a month-long celebration that became 

known as “Maoli Arts Month” or MAMo.  MAMo ultimately resulted in over 

70 Native Hawaiian artists demonstrating, displaying and selling their 

works during the Market and at related public programs and events, which 

were attended by over 9,000 people.  Artists and cultural practitioners 

exhibited in 10 galleries throughout the Downtown-Chinatown Arts 



District and Kapolei throughout March; five artists participated in the Keiki Art 

day; and six Native Hawaiian master artists received the first annual MAMo 

Awards for visionary leadership and dedication, with their artworks being 

featured in an exhibit at Bishop Museum. And finally, at the Native Hawaiian 

Arts Market, held on April 1-2, 2006 at Bishop Museum, 34 Native Hawaiian 

artists participated in demonstrating, displaying and selling their works. 

     We hope that this year will be even bigger. In addition to continuing last 

year’s events, we have added two new events: a Native Hawaiian Street 

Festival on May 12th, and a Wearable Art Show on May 19th.  We have also 

moved our MAMo Awards 2007 exhibit to the beginning of the month – so 

that we might properly begin by honoring our foundation and our artists who 

have led the way.

     Mahalo nui to all those – past, present, and future – whose efforts have 

made the 2nd Annual Maoli Arts Month possible. We hope you attend and 

enjoy our many MAMo events, and that you come to embrace the depth and 

diversity of our wonderful Native Hawaiian visual arts community.

MAMo:  Maoli Arts Month 2007 continues with a gala celebration of Native Hawaiian artists and art enthusiasts 
at the First Friday Gallery Walk on May 4.   This year’s  event will showcase over 50 Native Hawaiian artists in 
as many as 9 different galleries in the downtown Honolulu Arts & Culture district.  Exhibits will be on display 
at the different venues from 2-4 weeks.  The galleries will also host musicians, poets and arts demonstrations 
throughout the month-long celebration. 

MAY 12  • MA KA HANA KA ‘IKE:  KEIKI ART DAY 
Hawai‘i State Art Museum • 10am - 4pm
The ‘olelo no‘eau (Hawaiian saying) “Ma Ka Hana Ka ‘Ike” (one gains knowledge by doing) provides the 
foundation for our keiki (children’s) art day.  PA’I Foundation, in collaboration with the Hawai’i State Art 
Museum and the Mayor’s Office of Culture and Arts, will present the 2nd Annual Keiki Art Day featuring 
hands- on art activities for keiki and their families.  Native Hawaiian cultural practitioners and artists will man 
art stations where children can create sand art, watercolors, lei making, kapa beating, weaving, featherwork, 
storytelling, t-shirt screening and much more.  This will provide an opportunity for the master artists to 
work and interact with the children, create opportunities for children to experience both contemporary 
and traditional Hawaiian art activities and foster an appreciation and interest in the arts to ensure future 
generations of native Hawaiian artists and cultural practitioners.  The day will also feature Native Hawaiian 
musicians and halau hula.  Events and activities will be free for participants.

MAY 12  • NATIVE HAWAIIAN STREET FESTIVAL
Downtown Honolulu, Nu‘uanu Avenue • 10am - 4pm
PA‘I Foundation will partner with the Downtown Culture and Arts District, Native Hawaiian Culture and Arts 
Program and Hale Ku‘ai and Bishop Museum to host a Native Hawaiian Street Festival at Nu‘uanu Avenue and 
Bethel Street.  Featuring over 20 Native Hawaiian crafters, food vendors and entertainmers, this special event is 
just in time for Mother’s Day.  

MAY 12  • THIRD THURSDAY ARTIST WALK-THROUGH
Downtown Chinatown Arts District • 7pm - 8pm
Hear first hand from the artists about their works in an intimate setting. Participating galleries include the 
ARTS at Marks Garage.  Free.

MAY 19, 2007 • WEARABLE ART SHOW
Hawai‘i State Art Museum  • 5pm - 9pm
The Wearable Art Show will showcase the finest examples of Native Hawaiian artwork and body adornments 
that are used for ceremonial rituals, cultural practices and everyday wear.  This would include traditional 
forms like lei (shells, nuts, flowers, ferns), kapa, lauhala, hulu (featherwork), mea kaua (weaponry) and käkau 
(tattoo) as well as contemporary Native Hawaiian fashion.  The show will incorporate Hawaiian performing arts 
into an evening of art and entertainment.  

The show will be a ticketed event.  Revenues earned from this event will provide an annual source of income for 
future festivals in support of Native Hawaiian art and artists. 

MAY 26-27 • 2ND ANNUAL NATIVE HAWAIIAN ARTS MARKET 
Bishop Museum • 9am - 5pm
MAMo will culminate in a two-day Native Hawaiian arts market on the grounds of the Bishop Museum.  Last 
year, thirty-four native Hawaiians shared, demonstrated, displayed, and sold their works of art at this event. 
This year, over 40 artist will participate, featuring some of the best established and emerging native artist in 
the community.  The event will also include food booths and entertainment. 

MAY 29 • reVERSES, the ARTS at Marks Garage 
Bishop Museum • 8pm - 10pm with $5 cover
An evening of Native Hawaiian poets, with open mic & vinyl on rotation.  From 8-10 pm with $5 cover.
