HARINANI ORME

Born in Honolulu, Hawai'i, Harinani Orme
earned a Bachelor of Fine Arts at the University
of Hawaii at Manoa and a Masters of Fine Arts
at the Pratt Institute in New York. Blessed with
a dad who was a pilot for Hawaiian Airlines and
a British “Mum” who loved to travel, Harinani
journeyed extensively throughout the world.
Exposure to such diverse and colorful lifestyles
inspired her creative process: a collage ap-
proach combining color, texture and form.

“My current body of work is focused on the
myths and legends of old Hawai'i. | work
primarily as a printmaker/painter; my work
has a graphic characteristic, which more fully
expresses the narrative style of my pieces. |
process by experimenting, gathering, assem-
bling and finally recording the images.

SOLOMON ENOS

Solomon Robert Nui Enos was born in 1976
and raised in Makaha Valley. A youth of the
mountains, of lo'i kalo, of kahawali, he grew up
with an extended family of community stewards
and farmers who taught him to malama ‘aina, a
value Solomon considers paramount in an era
of unbridled global development, wherein the
earth’s natural resources are being summar-
ily depleted. He believes the ancient mo‘olelo
contain truths we can apply to lead us in the
right direction.

Because his work serves to encourage a
healthy global consciousness, Solomon is
driven to keep expanding his repertoire in
traditional and new media. He remains very
cognizant of the ability of images to transcend
language and cultural differences and realizes
that this power engenders a critical responsibil-
ity. His philosophy is based on the economy of
wonder, which to Solomon is a free commodity.
He sees wonder in everything, and through his
art, reminds people that it's there.
